Beth loves painting musical themes. She has done several posters including Jacksonville Jazz poster in 2007
using Van Gogh swirls and impressionist style. Florals and tropical scenes were prevalent in Beth’s first art work
for the 2016 NSB Jazz Festival that featured one of the cottages on the North Causeway. The original art was
won, at auction, by the late Jane Atkinson, a Jazz Fest fan. After Jane’s passing, the family donated the piece to
Jazz Fest founder, Marc Monteson, and it hangs in his living room.
